2. Business Overview

Since the end of COVID-19 pandemic, the Company has been committed to organising diversified educational
and promotional musical activities with the adherence to operational policy, participating in performances
that promote cultural and artistic development, carrying out music talents cultivating projects. In 2023,
the Company expanded the scale of concerts and invited more internationally renowned musicians and
art groups to perform in Macao, under the support of the 6 Macao integrated resorts with the aim of
fostering the development of local musical arts. At the same time, the Company has been strived to make a
contribution to the establishment of Macao as “a base for exchange and co-operation where Chinese culture

is the mainstream and diverse cultures coexist.

As of 31 December 2023, the two orchestras had held a total of 201 season concerts, education and

community outreach, and extension activities. The following table shows the data of the orchestra’s concerts:

4. Financial Summary

4.1. Revenues

The Company's total revenues were MOP50,324,707 in 2023, including concert revenue of MOP30,635,438,
concert ticket revenue of MOP969,875, touring revenue of MOP907,416, teaching service revenue of
MOP4,714,247, exclusive performances and seasonal sponsorship of MOP12,385,000, bank interest of
MOP672,731 and other revenue of MOP40,000.

The total revenues of 2023 increased by approximately MOP29.92 million (1T 146.6%) compared with
those of 2022. It was mainly due to the recovery from the COVID-19 pandemic, the number of concert
tickets purchased by the Cultural Affairs Bureau, the Education and Youth Development Bureau or other

organisations increased compared to 2022. Secondly, the Company enjoyed the sponsorship from the 6

integrated resorts in Macao on some season concerts of the two orchestras.

4.2. Expenses

The Company's total expenses were MOP87,866,971 in 2023, including concert expenses of MOP68,225,961,
teaching service expenses of MOP4,595,372, sales expenses of MOP3,176,236, administrative staff expenses
of MOP9,402,566 and general expenses of MOP2,466,837.

The total expenses for this year increased by approximately MOP23.69 million ( T 36.9%) compared to last
year. It was mainly due to the increase on the number of concerts and the corresponding increase on concert
and sales expenses. In addition, a number of administrative staff were hired in 2023 and salary adjustments

were made to part of administrative staff during the mid-year of 2023.

4.3. Usage of 2023 operating balance

There was a MOP37,542,264 operating loss after deducting the total operating expenses of MOP87,866,971
from the total revenues of MOP50,324,707 in 2023. The Macao SAR Government provided the Company with
an annual subsidy of MOP67,603,000 in 2023, to support the Company's business development and daily
operations, of which MOP37,542,264 were recorded on Company’s Income Statement to offset operating
shortfalls. The unused government subsidy of the year amounted to MOP30,060,736, which were recognised

as deferred revenue.

Approved by the Board Meeting on 20 March 2023, the Company's accumulated deferred revenue was
MOP47,849,535, including the deferred revenue of 2022, which was MOP17,788,799, and the unused
government subsidy of 2023.

The unused government subsidy in 2022 was MOP17,788,799, which had been recognised as deferred
revenue in opening ledger of 2023. In addition, the 5" floor of the public office building located at Lote
12a of One Oasis was assigned as the new office of the company, part of renovation expenses, equipment
and related expenses had not been settled in 2023. The Company has always adhered to the operation
policy of strengthening the promotion of Macao’s musical arts, and at the same time it strives to develop
diversified sources of income, in order to increase the Company's revenue and reduce the dependence on
government subsidies. Taking all these factors into account, the Company's accumulated deferred revenue
was MOP47,849,535 in 2023.

After consulting the Financial Services Bureau, considering that the new office decoration expenses,
equipment and related expenses are expected to be paid in the 2™ to the 3™ quarter of 2024, if the
accumulated deferred revenue balance in 2023 is returned at this stage, it will need to be reapplied at that
time. In order to increase the flexibility of cash flow of the Company in 2024, it is recommended to deduct the

government subsidies applied for 2024 after calculating on a cash basis.

The Macao Orchestra (OM) is a local professional
orchestra with a repertoire of Chinese and Western

classics throughout the times.

In 1983, Father Aureo de Castro of the St. Pious
X Academy of Music and a group of music lovers
founded the Macao Chamber Orchestra. In 2001,
the Macao Chamber Orchestra was extended into
an orchestra with double winds and it was renamed
the Macao Orchestra. Today, it is a medium-sized
orchestra of around 50 outstanding musicians
from more than ten countries and regions. From
September 2008 to January 2022, Maestro Lu Jia
served as Music Director and Principal Conductor
of the Orchestra. Since 1 February 2022, Macao
Orchestra (OM) has been managed by the Macao
Orchestra Company, Limited, which is wholly owned
by the Macao SAR Government. Starting from
2023-24 concert season, Lio Kuokman serves
as Music Director and Principal Conductor of the
orchestra. Macao Orchestra will continue enhancing
its professionalism and offering the public a rich

diversity of classical musical events.

The Orchestra collaborates regularly with numerous
internationally renowned musicians, conductors
and ensembles including Placido Domingo, Krystian
Zimerman, Stephen Kovacevich, Boris Berezovsky,
Leonidas Kavakos, Barry Douglas, Sergio Azzolini,
Kirill Gerstein, lvan Martin, Yulianna Avdeeva, Henning

Cheng-Te Yeh is currently Assistant Conductor of
the Macao Orchestra. As one of the most active
conductors among the younger generation, having a
passion for orchestral performance, Yeh possesses
precise, refreshing conducting skills, and is adept
at presenting music in passionate style. In addition
to conducting orchestral works and premiering
contemporary pieces, he also directs and plans a

diversity of crossover concerts for theatre, dance

drama and of folk music and pop music, winning

praise, and feedback from various sectors.

In 2013, Yeh obtained the Dipléme Supérieur
de Direction d’Orchestre de Ecole Normale de
Musique de Paris, after passing the exam with “the
unanimous approval and congratulations of the
jury”, with a highest honor, for two consecutive
years — thus becoming the first person in 32 years
to graduate with such results in a shortest period. In

2017, he received his Master of Music in Orchestral

Conducting from the Haute Ecole de Musique de

Lausanne, where he had studied under renowned

French conductor, Aurélien Azan Zielinski.

During his years in Europe, Yeh actively participated
in international conducting activities and music
academies. In 2016, he won a full scholarship
from the Swiss government to participate in the
internationally renowned Gstaad Menuhin Festival,
and collaborated with prominent musicians including
the clarinet family Ottensamer, cellist Sol Gabetta,
pianist Gwhyneth Chen and violinist Richard Lin. In
February 2014, he was selected to join the world-

renowned Jarvi Academy for a second time.

He then conducted several performances in Estonia,
under the guidance of maestros like Neeme Jarvi,
Pavo Jarvi and Leonid Grin. He has cooperated with
orchestras including, the Gstaad Festival Orchestra,
Jarvi Academy Orchestra, Parnu city Orchestra, the
VU Orchestra (Amsterdam), Taiwan Philharmonic,
National Taiwan Symphony Orchestra, Evergreen
Symphony Orchestra (Taiwan), Kaohsiung City

Chinese Orchestra, to name a few.

Yeh also focuses on arts education and fostering
talents. In 2023, he led his student orchestra to

In the 2023-24 concert season, Macao Orchestra
has participated in several performances in Mainland
China, including:

In October 2023, Macao Orchestra presented
“Autumn Overture - Macao Orchestra Concert” in
Shenzhen Belt and Road International Music Festival
at Guangming Culture & Art Center. The concert
was directed by Lio Kuokman, Music Director and
Principal Conductor of Macao Orchestra, presenting
a high-level of concert full of autumn rhythm together
with erhu player Jiang Jianhua, renowned sopranos
Guo Sen and Yang Chen Xiuyi, morin khuur player
Hasibagen, with selection of famous classical music.

In November 2023, Macao Orchestra presented “The
Light House of Macao” Concert in the 3™ Zhuhai Art
Festival. The concert was directed by Tony Cheng-
Te Yeh, Assistant Conductor of Macao Orchestra,
presenting an excellent concert together with Weng
Sibei, and Kai Sai, Principal Flute and Principal Oboes
of Macao Orchestra, respectively. Apart from the
classical repertoire, the string work “Guia - The Light
House of Macao”, composed by Macao well-known
composer Doming Lam, was selected to share the
developmental history of Macao classical music with

fans in Mainland China.

These were the first time that Macao Orchestra
resumed the cultural co-operation and exchange
performance after the recovery of pandemic, which
was a meaningful remark. As a cultural name card
of Macao, Macao Orchestra has strengthened the
musical ties with Guangdong-Hong Kong-Macao
Greater Bay Area and abroad and promoted the
development of musical exchange and co-operation
between areas through participating in events in
Mainland China. In the future, Macao Orchestra
will further strengthen its cultural and musical
communication with the Greater Bay Area, and
develop more co-operation in performances and
professional training, in order to facilitate the joint
construction of the Cultured Bay Area.
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Macao Chinese Orchestra, established in 1987.
Upholding the tenet “Based in Macao while embracing
the world and promoting culture with East-meets-
West repertoire”, the Orchestra has been presenting
traditional Chinese music reflecting the spirit of the
times, bringing excellent works to Macao fans, and
allowing the public to access the genre at ease while

also promoting Macao’s positive image to the world.

Macao Chinese Orchestra has made great efforts
to promote music art education and culture and
demonstrate its concern for society by going deep
into the community and schools. It has been actively
participating in the Macao International Music
Festival, Macao Arts Festival and Celebration of the
Anniversary of Macao’s Handover to China. It has
also been strengthening the nurture of small and
medium-sized arts groups and young musicians with
an aim to promote local Chinese music development
and trying to put music performances into stage of
World Heritage Sites, parks etc to enrich residents’

lives and activate the artistic genes in communities.

The Orchestra had toured all over many countries
and cities, such as Portugal, Belgium, India, Goa,
Singapore, the Kingdom of Bahrain and other
countries, Beijing, Shanghai, Tianjin, Chongqing,
Taipei, Hong Kong, Shenzhen, Zhuhai, Wuhan, Xian,
Nanjing, Hangzhou, Fuzhou and Guangzhou, Xiamen,
Quanzhou, Putian, Zhongshan, and other cities.
Through the integration of Chinese-Western elements
and contemporary Chinese music art, the Orchestra
aims to enhance exchanges and cooperation, and
promote the cultural image of the integration of

Macao and the West, what has been widely praised.

It emphasises on performing
local commissioned works that feature elements
of Macao’s culture that include Kuan Nai-chun’s
Macao Love Stories, Fantasy for Macao No.2 - for
Suona and Chinese Orchestra, Zhao Jiping’s Macao
Impressions, Tang Jianping’s Macao Suite, Wang
Danhong’s Macao Capriccio, Luo Maishuo’s Female
Singing with Orchestra The Song of the Seven Sons,
Wang Chen Wei’s Postcard of Macao, Jamie Lin’s
Fantasia of Macao, Li Bochan‘s Macao Sketch etc.
Some of these music works even have been recorded
and published, and they became representative works

showing Macao’s unique cultural atmosphere.

Macao Chinese Orchestra was the only professional
Chinese orchestra in Macao, under the auspices of
the Cultural Affairs Bureau of the Macao Special
Administrative Region Government. From February
1, 2022, it is managed by the Macao Orchestra
Company, Limited, which is wholly owned by the

Macao S.A.R. Government.
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Xu is a young Chinese music conductor and
composer who learned the Erhu at an early age.
As a Chinese music conductor, Xu has conducted
many large-scale Chinese orchestral, chamber
and ensemble concert, successfully cooperated
with renowned orchestras. He has long been
the conductor of Shenzhen Shuofeng Chinese
Chamber Orchestra, being responsible for its

daily rehearsals and directing performances. As a

Chinese music composer, Xu has won many awards
in professional composition competitions or open
calls. In 2015, he graduated with a bachelor’s
degree in Traditional Chinese Music Conducting,
from the Conducting Department of Shanghai
Conservatory of Music, where he studied under
Professor Dai Luqging and Professor Wang Yongji
successively. In 2021, Xu graduated from Hong
Kong Academy for Performing Arts (HKAPA) where
he studied under Professor Yan Huichang, with a

master’s degree in Chinese Music Conducting.

Xu has also made achievements in the field
of Western music as well. He once worked in
Shenzhen Grand Theatre as Resident Assistant
Conductor of its Philharmonic Orchestra, and
as Programming Officer of its Programming
Department, while also serving as the regular
conductor of Youth Philharmonic Orchestra of
Shenzhen Grand Theatre. He joined the Macao
Chinese Orchestra in September 2023 as an

assistant conductor.
